Pulsed RF – Acticare’s New Addition
Bioinduction Limited has announced the addition of Pulsed Radiofrequency treatment modes to its already hugely successful Acticare pain therapy device.

Acticare is a microprocessor-controlled, portable, battery-powered nerve stimulator that delivers TSE, Interferential and TENS treatments, used in pain clinics, hospitals and in the home. The simplicity of this therapy enables chronic pain sufferers to take control of their own lives.  It provides an appropriate and cost effective alternative approach to pain management that in many cases can reduce the dependence of the patient on medical resources. 

TSE (Transcutaneous Spinal Electroanalgesia) is a patented treatment method which relies on very short, high-voltage pulses to deliver stimuli through the skin directly to the spinal cord, bringing relief by inhibiting pain transmission through the central nervous system.  The short pulse length (less than 2 microseconds) reduces or eliminates the tingling sensation normally associated with electrotherapy, thus allowing deeper penetration.
Over 5000 units have been sold since the introduction of the original product in 2004 and the results have been impressive. Studies show its effectiveness in over 70% of cases, improving the user’s quality of life immeasurably.

This month the treatments available from the unit have been extended, with no change in the retail price, to include Pulsed RF at 250 and 500 kHz.

For some years Pulsed RF has been delivered percutaneously, using needle electrodes.  Recent research indicates that it also appears to be effective when delivered through non-invasive transcutaneous electrodes (Balogh, 2004).

Until today, the cost and complexity of Pulsed RF treatment has prevented its universal acceptance in pain clinics and hospitals; with the addition of Pulsed RF to the £299 Acticare IC device these issues are eliminated and thousands of sufferers will now have access to the treatment.
